1.) Introduction by Ellen Mass: “The Future of the Alewife Reservation and its Surroundings”
Ellen founded the Friends of Alewife Reservation in 2002, and after 11 years of leadership has made the 130-acre Department of Conservation and Recreation urban wild known far and wide. She has organized over 100 clean ups and 86 educational events on the Alewife Reservation. She and colleagues from Belmont have conducted a 7-year legal battle to protect the DCR Alewife Reservation woodlands from development and destruction of the ecosystem of this large regional park-reserve.
2.) Duke Bitsko: “TITLE”
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.Duke Bitsko, RLA, holds BS degrees in Petroleum Engineering and Geology and an MLA from the University of Pennsylvania. He is the Director of Interdisciplinary Design at Bioengineering Group, an earth science and engineering firm based in Salem, MA. As principal on many of the firm's green infrastructure and restoration projects, he works with ecologists, earth scientists and engineers to develop regenerative site-based solutions that are cost and management effective. His presentation will focus on the planning, design and implementation of the recently-constructed 3.4 acre stormwater wetland in the Alewife Reservation.

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David Brown is a lifelong teacher and naturalist with more than 20 years experience interpreting the trails and signs of mammals and birds of New England. David has been exploring and leading naturalist tours of the Alewife Reservation for about 10 years. David will discuss his professional assessment of the Alewife Reservation's animals and birds, completed with a MA Fish and Wildlife grant, and well as the value of the Reservation, its animals, and its surroundings, especially the core Silver Maple Forest.
