The Silver Maple Forest is on the chopping block! This floodplain forest is a critical natural resource to Cambridge, Belmont, Arlington, and nearby communities. A study by Lesley University estimated the economic value of its services – particularly flood protection – to be worth over $14,000,000 within the next 20 years.  With climate change, increased precipitation, and increased storm runoff, this will only increase with time.  However, O'Neill Properties and RoseView Group intend to clear-cut 8 acres of this critical ecosystem, estimated at 700 floodplain trees.
